· USEF or NVEC rules apply. All riders while mounted on the show grounds must wear ASTM helmets with harness secured.

· Judge’s decisions are final.

· Management reserves the right to divide, cancel or combine classes as entries warrant.  Classes must have three or more entries to receive points.  Classes smaller than three entries may be combined with other such classes or cancelled.

· A rider’s status remains the same throughout the entire show season.

· All Warm-Up classes (cross rails, 2’, 2’3”, 2’6”) are open to all riders including professionals.  Professionals may not compete in any other classes.

· Riders in the Walk/Trot division may not enter into any other divisions.

· Riders in Walk/Trot/Canter and Beginner Rider divisions may not cross enter into classes 2’6” or higher.

· A Maiden rider may not cross enter into any class 2’9” or higher during the season at an NVEC or similar show.

· A Novice rider may not cross enter into any class 3’0” or higher during the season at an NVEC or similar show.

· A Limit rider may not cross enter into any class 3’6” or higher during the season at an NVEC or similar show.

· All division prizes are the combined points from Over Fences and On the Flat or Under Saddle classes.  Points shall be awarded as follows:  On the Flat/Under Saddle: 1st = 5 pts, 2nd = 3 pts, 3rd = 2 points, 4th = 1 point.  Over Fences: 1st = 10 pts, 2nd = 6 points, 3rd = 4 points, 4th = 2 points.
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
